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Adelphia Recovery Trust Announces Distribution To Beneficiaries And Establishes

Wilmington DE, October 10, 2016 – The Adelphia Recovery Trust (the “Trust”) 

announced today that its Trustees have declared a distribution of $8 million in cash 

payable on or about October 25, 2016 to holders of interests in the Trust pursuant to the 

First Modified Fifth Amended Joint Chapter 11 Plan of Reorganization of Adelphia 

Communications Corporation and Certain Affiliated Debtors, dated as of January 3, 

2007, as Confirmed (the “Plan”).   The Trust has established a Record Date for purposes 

of this distribution of October 18, 2016.

The Trust expects to dissolve on December 31, 2016 (the "Dissolution Date") 

pursuant to the Plan, Declaration of Trust, and the September 22, 2015 court order.   

After the Dissolution Date, for purpose of liquidating and winding up the affairs of the 

Trust, the Trustees shall continue to act until the Trustees' duties under the Declaration 

and the Plan have been fully performed.   All funds remaining after the Trust’s 

obligations have been paid (and the winding up process completed) shall be distributed to 

the Trust Interest Holders.  The Trust will be terminated upon completion of the winding 

up activities.
